
Principal’s Message – March 2010 

 

Dear Parents, Guardians, and Students, 

 

Welcome back...a lot happened in our district just prior to the Olympic/Spring break. Sea to Sky School Dis-
trict’s Board of Education made some decisions around Reconfiguration for both DRS & HSS for Sept, 2010. 
Please take some time to read the entire newsletter in order to make sure you are caught up to speed. Don 
Ross held a wonderful celebration of all our student achievements just prior to the break which culminated in 
watching the Olympic torch go right past our school. Congratulations to all our students who continue to excel 
in many areas….academics, arts, athletics, service, and to those who shone in their various roles during the 
Olympics.

Reconfiguration at DRS 

Beginning the Fall of 2010, DRS will be receiving ALL of the students in Grade 8 for the district.  This will be 
part of a two-year plan to eventually have all district Grade 8s and 9s at DRS, and all Gr. 10s, 11s and 12s at 
HSS.  Next year’s Grade 9s and 10s will move to HSS together in the Fall of 2011. At that point, DRS will 
have Grade 8 and Gr. 9 students only. 

 

Academics

The time between 4 p.m. and 7 p.m. has been broken into 10 minute spots allowing for each teacher to see 
17 parents for a total of 476 appointments. We realize, as with the lining up method, that not all parents will 
be able to see some teachers.  A list of those unable to get an appointment with a specific teacher will be 
given to the teacher and they will contact you to set up a separate appointment, if necessary.  We ask all our 
parents to utilize these events if you have serious concerns about your child’s future.  All students will be 
bringing home “Student Progress Reports” on Monday.  However, I would like to caution that these marks 
reflect only four weeks of work and can change quite a bit between now and mid-term report cards in April.

For those of you who would like to meet your child’s teacher in a more social setting, we will be hosting a two 
hour “open house” at Don Ross in May, where there will be tours of the school, bands playing, and a variety

A Midsummer Night's Dream is a comedy by 
William Shakespeare. It is believed to have 
been written around 1594 to 1596. It portrays 
the adventures of four young  Athenian lovers 
and a group of amateur actors, their interac-
tions with the Duke of Athens, Theseus, and 
the Queen of the Amazons,  Hippolyta, and with 
the fairies who inhabit a moonlit forest. The play 
is one of Shakespeare's most popular works for 
the stage and is widely performed across the 
world. 
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The Interact Club of Don Ross Secondary School will be holding its annual 30 Hour Fast on 
March 26th, 2010. The fast will start early in the morning of Friday, March 26th at 5:00AM. 
Students will eat their last meal for 30 hours at this time. After school is over, students will 
return to the school at 7:00PM and will continue to fast until 11:00AM the next morning, Sat-
urday, March 27th. The fast will last for just over 30 hours.  

 

The goal of this event is to help students understand the conditions that so many people 
around the world suffer. These conditions are caused by long term water, sleep and food 
deprivation. By contrast the only scarcity affecting those participating in the fast will be a 
lack of food for thirty hours. Still, their awareness will be heightened. Students at this event 
will be asked to raise a minimum of $75.00 before the event. 

 

Please help us to reach our goal of $3000.00 this year. All funds raised will go towards our 
major international project, the Emmanuel Boyz Rescue Centre in Nairobi, Kenya. The Em-
manuel Boyz Rescue Center is a school that takes in boys who were living on the streets 
and provides schooling and shelter. This center has strong connections to many members 
of the Squamish community.
