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Student Admission Procedures

The student admission process used by the Sea to Sky School District involves a number of key
events and dates, and are summarized below.

a. January 15th : the first date by which transfer applications will be received by a school from
non-catchment or non school district applicants. Transfer forms are available at any school in the
district, once you have filled out the form, please return it to your child’s school.

b. March 1st : the deadline by which a student must submit a transfer application to attend a
non-catchment school or a district program in order to be eligible for enrolment in that school or
district program.

c. March 15th : the date by which schools will mail letters to transfer applicants, advising them of
the status of their application when submitted by March 1st.

An enrolled student will be removed from the school’s register if the student has not returned to
school by 12:00 noon on the Wednesday after school opening in

September and their parent or legal guardian has not advised the

school of the student’s late return. The district form, Notice of Late

Return, can be used for this purpose.
