Interact Club

The 2009/ 2010 Interact Club is off to a great start! Interacters are
already baking muffins for the homeless, and getting ready for
some cool events. On Tuesday September 29th some of the Inter-
acters went to Me to We Day and got to listen some inspirational
speakers including the Dalai Lama and Jane Goodall. They also
got to see 60,000 other kids in BC who want to make a difference
in the world. The Interact members are currently having an emer-
gency fundraiser for Uganda.

Who is the Dalai Lama?

In Tibet, the regional form of Buddhism has evolved a kind of inheritance. The Dalai
Lama was first recognized in the sixteenth century. The first person so designated
'‘Dalai Lama' means Ocean of Wisdom, and all holders of the title are assumed to be
the earthly incarnation of Avalokitesvara, the bodhisattva of compassion.

The current Dalai Lama is the fourteenth of his line, and was born to a farming family

in 1935 and given the name Lhamo Dhondrub. He was recognized at the age of two,
and brought, with his family, to live in Lhasa, the capital of Tibet, at the age of four, where he became His
Holiness the 14th Dalai Lama Tenzin Gyatso. (Dalai Lamas, like Popes, change names upon taking up
their office.) He was reared and educated (to the equivalent of a PhD in the Monastery system.

When China annexed Tibet in 1959, the Dalai Lama and thousands of his supporters fled into exile. He
has lived in Dharamsala, India, since 1960, and heads the Tibetan government-in-exile.

The Dalai Lama has been a powerful spokesman for Tibet, and Buddhism in general, and has written a
number of books on the topic. His consistent opposition to violence was recognized in 1989 with the

Nobel Peace Prize.

Don Ross had another great Terry Fox Run this year. On Thursday September 17", at 11 a.m., the entire
school lined up at the bus loop for the run. Students and staff ran and walked the course in support of Terry
and the effort to raise funds for cancer research. As a school, this year we raised over $1100, with Ms.
Bracey's Girls PE 8 class raising the most of any homeroom. Great job Don Ross!

For those of you that did not have the distinction of seeing Terry Fox nightly on the news, here is a link to
show you just how brave and determined he was. Terry Fox is the worldwide icon of hope. He was a spir-

What is Cross Country Running?

The significant difference between cross-country running and the running that
takes place on the road or the track is the variability of both weather and footing. For this reason,
the training for cross-country running events is quite specialized. While humans have run on
natural trails since the dawn of time, cross-country running began as a competitive sport in Eng-
land in the early 1800s. With competition centered around both running clubs, known as
"harriers," as well as universities, the sport was exported to the United States in the 1870s,
where it quickly became a university competition. The National Collegiate Athletic Association
(NCAA) has convened national cross-country running championships since 1938. The Interna-
tional Amateur Athletics Federation (IAAF) has organized the world cross-country championships
since 1967. Cross-country running is not an Olympic event, although a 3-mi (5-km) cross-country
run is the last of the five events in the Olympic modern pentathlon.
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
